The Australian Fatwa Council is pleased to announce the following to the Australian Muslim community:

After consulting members of the Australian Fatwa Council and further inquiries to the local and global
observatories, it has been confirmed that the new moon of the Month of Shawwal will be born on Wednesday

12" of May at 4.59am AEST, the sun sets on the same day at 5.04pm while the new moon will appear on the
same day after sunset for 19 minutes until 5.23pm where it will disappear thereafter from the horizon. In the city
of Perth, Western Australia, the new moon of the Month of Shawwal will be born on Wednesday 12™ of May at
2.59am AWST, the sun sets on the same day at 5.29pm while the moon will appear on the same day after sunset
for 23 minutes until 5.52pm where it will disappear thereafter from the horizon: Therefore,

Wednesday, 12" of May 2021, will be the last day of the Month of Ramadan 1442AH

The Day of Eid Al-Fitr will be Thursday 13" of May 2021

and the first day of the Month of Shawwal 1442AH

The Grand Mufti of Australia, Dr Ibrahim Abu Mohamad, and the respected Imams of the Australian National
Imams Council, acknowledge the different opinions amongst the scholars on this topic and that not all Imams and
schools of thought agree on the criteria and methodology used in determining the beginning and the end of the
Holy Month of Ramadan, including prominent member Imams from the Australian Fatwa Council and Australian
National Imams Council. Therefore, the Australian National Imams Council and the Grand Mufti of Australia call
upon all Muslims to respect these differences by avoiding debates that lead to disagreements and
misunderstanding amongst the Muslims. We urge the Muslim community to focus on their unity and what brings
them closer to Allah the Almighty and their religion.

The Grand Mufti of Australia, Dr Ibrahim Abu Mohamad, and the respected Imams of the Australian National
Imams Council, wish the Muslim community a happy, joyful and blessed Eid Al-Fitr. We also encourage the
Muslim community to engage with their fellow neighbours and friends in displaying the true and peaceful image of
Islam.
